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Coral Springs Improvement District is pleased to present to you our Annual 
Water Quality Report for 2009.  This report is designed to inform you about the 
quality of water and services we deliver to you each day.  This report shows 
our water quality results and what the results mean.  Our goal is to provide a 
safe and dependable supply of drinking water.  We want you to understand 
the efforts we make to the community to continually improve the water treat-

ment process and protect our water resources. 

In 2009 1.4251 billion gallons of water was distributed to the customers of Coral Springs Improve-
ment District. The water source for the District is the Biscayne Aquifer, an underground geological 
formation. The Biscayne Aquifer has been a reliable source of high quality water since the early 
1920's. Water from the Aquifer is withdrawn and pumped to the water treatment plant by 11 raw 
water wells located within the District. It is then treated by lime softening that removes 70-80% of 
the calcium, the main hardness producing component in ground water. The water is then filtered 
and disinfected with chlorine for bacteria removal. Fluoride is added  as an aid in preventing tooth 
decay.  

As part of the Federal Safe Drinking Water Act, the Florida Department of 
Environmental Protection (FDEP) performed a Source Water Assessment 
(SWA) on our system in 2004. The SWA results for Coral Springs Improve-
ment District are available on the FDEP Source Water Assessment and
